In the ancient days the kings would go out to war and to capture cities and they would
keep those that they captured and make them prisoners of their country.

Kings of poverty, kings of hopelessness, kings of
slavery, kings of sickness, kings of emotional illness and sicknesses. | have come to
set you free saith the Lord.

You have been told you are still a slave, you have been told you
belong to somebody else except the Lord Jesus Christ. But | say, | have come and |
have set you free and you are now a prisoner of hope. You are no longer a prisoner of
hopelessness, you are a prisoner of hope.
